During these difficult economic
times for all of us, including St. Mary’s, this
collection will be even more significant this year
than in previous years. Iwill need your help and
your generous spirit.

It gave Father Jay and I a chance to
express to “the boss” how grateful we are to be
assigned together at St. Mary’s. With the meal
that Father Jay cooked I know for certain the
Cardinal will be back again soon.
